The summer represents a significant amount of time that students are out of 
school.  Educational research has repeatedly shown that students lose 
achievement over the summer unless engaged in learning.  As you begin to think 
about your summer plans and r outine, please remember to have your child 
continue their practice in the areas of reading, writing and math.   
 
The biggest predictor of summer loss or summer gain is whether or not a child reads 
during the summer.  Studies show that children who read as few as 7 books over the 
summer maintain their reading levels.  Reading more books leads to even greater success.  
When children read 10-20 just right books, as many as 50 percent actually make reading 
gains.
