 The Michigan Education Assessment Program (MEAP) test window will begin soon.  This 
year, ALL 3rd, 4th and 5th grade Michigan students will be taking the MEAP tests on the same days, 
and all schools will be conducting the test as the first activity of the day .    
  

 We believe students will perform best if they take their test in their own classroom with 
their own teacher.   The classroom testing days are:   

Tuesday, October 14, 2008 MEAP Math Test 
Thursday, October 16, 2008 MEAP English Language Arts Test, Part I 
Tuesday, October 21, 2008 MEAP English Language Arts Test, Part II 
Thursday, October 23, 2008 MEAP Science Test (grade 5 only) 

 

 Makeup tests for all Michigan children will take place as follows: 
  Monday, October 20, 2008  Math 
  Wednesday, October 22   English Language Arts, Part I  
  Monday, October 27   English Language Arts, Part II 
  Tuesday, October 28   Science (grade 5 only) 
  Weds/Thurs, October 29/30  Any of the tests 
 

Students are excused from their regular class to take their makeup test. Tests are 
administered by an Auburn staff member.
